Maintenance

Allow it to dry before reinstalling.

« The carbons should be checked periodically, and always
be replaced by a TRUPER Authorized Service Center when
they have worn out.

« After they have been replaced, ask to inspect if the new
carbons can move freely in the carbon holder and request
that the tool be turned on for 5 minutes to match the
contact of the carbons and commutator .

* Only genuine TRUPER replacement carbons, specifically
designed with the proper hardness and electrical resistance
for each type of motor, should be used. Out of
specification carbons may damage the motor.
