When using an extension cable, verify the gauge is enough for the power that your product needs. A lower
gauge cable will cause voltage drop in the line, resulting in power loss and overheating.

Keep your work area clean, and well lit.

Distractions may cause loosing control.

The tool plug must match the power outlet. Never modify

Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces, such as pipes,
radiators, electric ranges and refrigerators.

Wrenches or vices left attached to rotating parts of the tool may result in
personal injury.

Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times.
This enables a better control on the tool during unexpected situations.

Store tools out of the reach of children. Do not allow persons

Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

Service the tool. Check the mobile parts are not misaligned or
stuck. There should not be broken parts or other conditions that
may affect its operation. Repair any damage before using the
tool.

Most accidents are caused due to poor maintenance to the tools.

Keep the cutting accessories sharp and clean.
Cutting accessories in good working conditions are less likely to bind and are
easier to control.

Use the tool, components and accessories in accordance with
these instructions and the projected way to use it for the type of
tool when in adequate working conditions.

Using the tool for applications different from those it was designed for, could
result in a hazardous situation.

Recharge only with the charger specified by == TRUPER:
A charger that is suitable for one type of battery pack may create a risk of fire when
used with another battery pack.

Use power tools only with specifically designated battery packs.
Use of any other battery packs may create a risk of injury and fire.

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal
objects, like paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws, or other
small metal objects, that can make a connection from one
terminal to another.

Shorting the battery terminals together may cause burns or a fire.

Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from the
battery; avoid contact.

Battery and Charger

+ Use only Truper Max chargers to charge
the battery. Using a different charger may cause fire or
injury hazard.

« This tool is designed to work with
screws. IT IS NOT A DRILL.

« This is a light-work tool. It shall not be used to remove or
set screws requiring a high torque.

+ Do not try to modify the tool or the accessories in no
way.

« Turn ON the screwdriver after setting the bits.

« Use extreme care when screwing screws with grove head.
The tool may slide away.

« Do not use too much force.

« Do not use this tool single-handedly.

« After each use remove the bit and the extensions. Store
them properly.

Loading the Battery

1. Plug in the charger in a 127 V~ (The green light of the
charging indicator turns on) power outlet.
2. Insert the battery into the charger sliding it as shown in
the figure. The green light will turn off and the red light
should come on.
« When the battery is completely charged, the green light
will be on and the red light will be off.
« Disconnect the charger from the power once the charge
is completed.

« If the red light flashes, it is a sign that the battery has a
delay caused by the heat; wait until the battery
temperature is in the proper range to be able to charge.

Important loading considerations

Longer life and better performance can be achieved if the

battery unit is charged at an ambient temperature between 41

°F and 113°F. Let hot batteries cool before charging.

The charger and battery unit may become slightly warm
during the charging process. This is normal and does not
represent a problem. To facilitate cooling of the battery unit
after use, avoid placing the charger or battery unit in a warm

TRUPER

The battery unit should be recharged when it is no longer able to
produce enough power for jobs that were easily performed
before. DO NOT CONTINUE using it under these circumstances.
Follow the loading procedure.

The best storage location is one that is cool and dry, away from
direct sunlight and excess heat or cold.

For optimal results during extended storage times, it is

recommended to store the fully charged battery unit in a cool, dry
location away from the charger

place, such as a metal shed or uninsulated trailer.

« To install the battery in the tool handle, align the battery unit with the rails on
the inside of the tool handle and slide it into the handle until the battery unit is
firmly inserted into the tool; check that ir does not come off by itself.

Screwing - Unscrewing

Consider the following points as the tightening torque can
be affected by each of them:

« loltage: Low voltage from a nearly completely discharged
battery or battery will reduce the tightening torque.

« Accessory size: Failure to use the correct accessory size
will cause a reduction in tightening torque. - Bolt size:
Larger diameter bolts generally require greater fastening
torque. Locking torque will also vary according to length,
grade and torque coefficient.

« Bolt: Make sure all threads are free of rust and other
debris to allow for proper tightening torque.

* Material: The type of material and surface finish of the
material will affect the tightening torque.

« Tightening time: Longer tightening time increases the
tightening torque. Lonﬁer than recommended tightening
time may put too much stress on the fasteners or cause
them to roll or become damaged.
